Too tired tonight togo anywhere or do anything.To bed early.

13Thursday, Jan. 13, 1927warmer.Slightly warmer today with rainfinally late in the evening.We have had a prolongeddebate today in the Sheppard-Towner bill which endedin a filibuster by Sen. King,broken, about 8:30 this eveningwhen a compromise amendmentwas offered providing for the repealof the bill in 1929. I did not gethome for dinner until 7:15 andof course, had to go back afterward.Had an engagement to go to dinnerwith Ruth but, of course, could notgo. SocietyBitter cold today with an icywind growing stronger andcolder as the day progressed.My corner of the office waslike outdoors and I had towalk up and down at intervalsto keep warm. Very busyday with long session. Thiseve. we dressed up to go tothe Vt. Society & waited invain for a taxi for an hour.Then Mrs. B. called another one& we got there as it was halfover. 21Friday, Jan. 21, 1927Feeling some better today,not so much temperatureas yesterday - arms better.Was able to read "Helen ofTroy" this afternoon whichMr. Inman brought melast night from the Library.Clever but too much of it.Mrs. Dale came today andbrought me lovely roses,also cheerful gossip. Had aletter from Berenice Tuttle tothe effect that if I were boredwith my job she would likeit. Answer to that is I'mnot bored at all. Mr. P.brought letter from Marion Gary.
22Saturday, Jan. 22, 1927Still better today and notemperature at this P.M.inI got up and dressedand sat about, Mrs.Dale came in againMrs. Rogers brought mea rose - lovely one. Every-one is most kind. 27Thursday, Jan. 27, 1927Work today as usual. This A. M.who should appear but RobertMerrill who is here on business.I took him up to the Senategallery. 28Friday, Jan. 28, 1927Gloomy, grey day.Woke to see fluters of snowbut it did not amountto much in spite of Dicky'sgreat hopes of a real storm.Went home at noon and Motherjoined me for lunch at theMethodist building. Busy dayat office. Ruth Shepardcame in this eveningand stayed for a chat.Wanted me to go to the theatrewith her but I am not toofit yet and thought betternot to go out in the eveningthis week.

33Wednesday, Feb. 2, 1927We had a busy day and tocomplicate it, I had to go down at11:30 to have my hair done soI had no time for any lunch. Aspecial order for an eveningsession on the Calendar wasordered so at 5:30 we went hometo return at eight. Mr. Watkinsinvited me to dinner so I wenthome to freshen up and then we wentto The Ugly Duckling where we hada delicious dinner - fried chickenetc. The evening was very strenuouswith a great many bills, 82, tobe exact, were passed. Mr. P. andI went home at 11:45 leavingMr. B. & Mr. W. who did not finishuntil one or thereabouts.

35 Friday, Feb. 4, 1927He looked weary and bored andnever smiled once. She was animatedand gracious and smiled, lovely tolook at in a rose velvet dress. Theflowers were beautiful - every where aprofusion of carnations, roses & ferns.We met several people including Sen.Phipps, Means, Fess, Sheppard & Bruce.Lovely gowns but very few jewels. Becauseof being with Mrs. Dale we got into theBlue Room just in front of Pres. & Mrs.Coolidge and were there when theyleft to go upstairs, followed by V. P. &Mrs. Dawes & the Cabinet.
