NOVEMBER27SUNDAYNot feeling at all well today so spent avery quiet day only going up to thepost box about 5:00 P.M. On way backI stopped in for a minute to see JennieBradlee and Mrs. Coyle. Intended to goup to take a jar of jam to Miss Eddybut she was not there. Joe andCharlotte Carrigan were at Jennie's.They are leaving for New Orleansnext week on a business andvacation trip combined.Wrote to Ruth Chalmers andto James - back aches and feelvery queer -Elspeth went to church. Welistened to a radio sermonwhich was good but a ratherpoor substitute for church.
NOVEMBER28MONDAYWarmer today but I felt sorotten that it was hardwork getting under way.Went down town this A.M. withMiss Harris to select a tablefor Campus House hallway:home for lunch and thento Dr. Lawlor's for cold serumFeeling so badly that I wentin to see Dr. Katherine on myway back. She found bloodpressure 100 and gave meintraveneous of iron etc. alsoanother hypo of liver. Strappedmy back which feels somebetter tonight. Have beenlistening to radio all eveningVery good - Richard Crooker [Crooks?].
DECEMBER2FRIDAY7:30 Phi Beta Kappa dinner.

DECEMBER7WEDNESDAYWorked like mad all day with a fewminutes out at the office to go overthe mail in order to get joke presentsbought, wrapped, and on the treefor the Xmas party for Mortar Board& Boulder tonight. Miss Nicholsgave us a lovely dinner afterwhich we went over to Southwickfor coffee in front of the fire placeand then had games, [illegible][illegible], etc until 11:30 atwhich time party broke up andI came wearily home to sleepwell for the first time for a week.The Boulder & Mortar BoardCrowd sent me a lovely whitecorsage to wear and all hada nice time.
DECEMBER9FRIDAYVery busy day until noon andthis P.M. I did some errands andthen went over to Southwickat 3:00 to help with the YWCAparty for the Rock Point girlsof whom there were fifty three.Forgot entirely about goingto Klifa Club for Katherine Hagar'stea which annoyed me as Ireally wanted to go. Heavyfog tonight. I took a load ofgirls back to Rock Point hadsupper and then went withthe French's and Butterfields tothe Dartmouth-Vermont basket ballgame which was very exciting4:00 - 5:00 Mrs. Hagar Klifa ClubMrs. MiddlebrookWe won by one score by a shot fromthe floor in the last second ofplay 37-36. Great crowd,band, noise etc. Took Mrs. Baileyhome and had a call atLucy's with cookies and gingerale afterwards.
DECEMBER10SATURDAYPoured all night and was stillraining when I went to theoffice this A.M. changed to verywet snow before noon and mycar was nearly buried when Icame out to come home at 12:30We went to market right afterlunch and then I spent thebalance of the P.M. doingup Christmas presents so thatsome of that task will be offmy mind. DECEMBER24SATURDAYI woke up very early but went back tosleep and it was 7:00 before I got up soI telephoned the Van Ness, thinkingthat John & Betty would be there butfound the train was late so Ihurried down and even thenhad to wait twenty minutes butthen it came with James alsoon board, so we came up herefor breakfast which Elspeth didnot have ready when we gothere, so I had to help get it ontothe table, which was finallyaccomplished John & Betty areboth looking much better andmuch happier than when Isaw them last April and Jamesis fine, as usual. We went for a drivein the P.M. over to Southwick, downby the lake and out by Spear St. to seethe Mts. but it was too hazy. The skywas overcast with grey clouds. Backfor lunch and then Elspeth left onthe bus. Mother got very tired so couldnot open her gift but we did.
Lovely Christmas Day.DECEMBER25SUNDAYI woke up to sunshine this A.M. and rememberingthat I was the cook I got up straightwayand made muffins and preparedbreakfast for the family whoaarrived about 9:00. Mrs. Tupper &Mrs. Butterfield were neitherone at home Mrs. Groat washaving tea by the fire with Mrs.Whiting, Mrs. Slocum andMrs. Eckhard so I stayed andjoined them and from therewent to see Mrs. Ward. I foundAnna there and we hada nice chat about old times.Home for dinner and as wewere eating Isabel cameto stay until Sunday night.
Nice day but cold.DECEMBER31SATURDAYNot feeling very good today. Took downChristmas tree and cleaned up theneedles, etc in all the rooms thismorning. Catherine Wilcox cameabout noon and had lunchand a nice visit with us. At threeshe and I went down to JudgeDarling's reception for a few minutes,long enough to have a glass of NewYear's punch and some other samplesof the refreshments which he hadready for his legal confreres whocame at foure [four]. From there I wentto market and waited in vain formy nice clerk, who was out of sightin the meat cutting room, sofinally I took the next best oneand after an hour's time, got mythings & came home. That left timefor just one call which I madeon Mrs. Kennan where I hadanother kind of punch andreally a very pleasant time. Hometo dinner. "My day" has been full.
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
