Car went okas far as Hyde Park when it stoppedon the hill. Finally got pushed to a garage and had to wait while a newfuel pump was put in, the secondone within two weeks! Got hereat 1:15, tired and hot but had tohurry over to college for StudentAid meeting. Very wearytonight

No one hurt but me C.P.Smith sent a man out to get us andI got home to bed, badly bruisedall over and right foot badlytwisted. Car is pretty well wrecked.Another car came along and tookJoy to the train. James was drivingand he is full of contrition. I amglad it was no worse. Had Dr.Levinson but she cannot
December 27 ThursdayTelll yet whether any bones arebroken or not. My whole right sideis black & blue. Found a letterfrom John here when I came alsoa package. Must stay quietly inbed for a day or two anyway.James went back on the planetonight. I ache in every bone butI am not seriously hurt.It is however, a great nuisanceto be laid up now whenit is so busy at the office.
December 28 FridayBruises the most violent black &blue today all the way from mytoes to my shoulder. Very lameand sore. James called uptonight from Boston. He is fillingout the insurance and accidentreport for me.
