SATURDAY1JANUARYClear andcold.This morning James came in fromMilton and shortly after wards Dr.Turk came to take me up to the M.Fto have cast put on. She did the joband I had to stay there all day forit to dry. James came up in theP.M. to keep me company and laterwent downtown to get the crutches -which hurt my arms and scare me.The cast weighs a ton but I finallygot home at 6:30 for dinner at whichJames and Charlotte were guests.James is not feeling too good I cansee and he finally admitted that theoperation was not on his foot but on thebladder. He is staying with Reg at Miltonbut will go up home next week to spenda few days with Will & Helen beforehe returns to Boston to report for work.Charlotte is going back to New Haven Sunday.Mrs. Underwood is back home and isto keep the house open at least forthe present. It is colder tonight.
SUNDAY2JANUARYFinally managed to get dressed andafter breakfast I persuaded Elspeth togo to church. Jamesleft early in the evening and I wroteto Betty and to Agnes. My kneeis quite sore and lame from bearingmy whole weight no doubt. She is ill and unable to come.I'm lame in all my joints and feelvery clumsy and helpless.
MONDAY3JANUARYclear andcold today.Today has been a busy one in spiteof my immobility. Miss Crowley andMrs. Moody, Harriet Howard andseveral of the college girls have beenin and this evening Mrs. Johnson andVerna came for an hour. Vernasays my crutches are too long andshe is coming back in the morningto take them down and exchangefor shorter ones. Mrs. J. bro't me apottery lapel pin and V. a detectivestory. I have written several lettersand done a good bit of workfrom my desk which M. bro't over.My right knee pains me and no doubtwill as long as I have to use it so hard.I got no letter from John or Betty and JMAdid not call. I hope he is all right. Helooked badly Sunday when he left. Weopened the port and find that it isreally delicious, much to my surprise.I have done the Herald crosswordpuzzle, heard the radio news and musicand shall go to bed.
TUESDAY4JANUARYCold & grey.Today I have sat in my chairby the south window with thecard table balanced on the armsof the chair and I have accomplishedquite a good bit of work. Severalstudents have been over, for onething or the other. I am getting alongsome better with the crutches whichVerna brought this A.M. which are twoinches shorter than those I hadbefore, Elspeth has made padsfor the tops to save wear onmy arm pits which are sorefrom the others. I was sorry tomiss Klifa Club last night andMrs. Pope's tea in honor ofher mother on Sunday butI guess I shall have to getused to missing socialevents for the next three weeksor more. as I dare nottry to walk on the snowwith crutches. They are un-certain enough in the house.
WEDNESDAY5JANUARYElspeth set up the card table inthe hall today and with afloor lamp and the telephoneright at my hand, a fairlycomfortable chair and mywriting materials availableI found that I could get agood bit of work donewith not too great strainon my muscles. I am nowable to walk fairly wellon the crutches.
FRIDAY7JANUARYI spent a busy morning at my im-provised office in the hall. MargaretCrowley came over and Mrs. Townecalled several times about thecleaning women who have beenresponding to the ad I put in the F.P.Pat Maxfield came in to tell meabout her marriage and MaryFifield about going into the USMCW.R. She will finish her Junior yearin January. Mr. Swift reported acase of suspected dishonesty yesterdayso I have had the two girls in. Oneis innocent, I feel sure, but the otherone, a nice child, probably is guilty. Iam very sorry.No letter from John today, I wrotehim this afternoon. I wish I couldknow how he and Betty are. Anna Smithand Eleanor came in for a while thisevening. Freda also came in for achat earlier. Mr. & Mrs. Adams andMrs. Johnson were here this evening.Bill is now in Boston. WEDNESDAY19JANUARYYWCACouncilI did not sleep well last night dueto cricks in my back and, I supsect,the cold roast pork I had for dinner.Therefore I felt low this morning butgradually came to. Margaret was overand after lunch Ouida & Liber appearedand O. bro't a quart jar of real creamfrom Brassknocker Farm. Right behindher was the YWCA Council ExecutiveCom. Mrs. Wills, Helen Harlow, Mrs. Branch,Mrs. Upson, Mrs. Brungardt, Mrs. Sweetsand Mrs. Pike. They were here mostof the P.M. and I was ashamed not tooffer tea or something to eat but E.P.U.has not felt well all week and alsoHelen Everett came to drive her downto market so it was not feasible toentertain. They bro't me a lovelyred cyclamen plant and later MissCrabbe sent me red roses so thehouse is a bower. Got the electric billwhich is the biggest ever due to havingthe heater on so much. Wrote to Johnand James and then to bed.
THURSDAY20JANUARYA busy day with girls comingand many telephone calls fromhere there and everywhere. Myback is still lame and I got verytired of stumping around. E wentup to the grocery to use up our greenstamps but could not get muchwe wanted. A ⁋ in the paper todayabout Virginia Wright WAC who isbeing tried for insubordination etcin Washington by an Army Board.The newspapers called up todayAsking about her. I told them thatwhile she was here she was a goodstudent and never gave me anytrouble. She is an individualisthowever, so she might well resentsome of the red tape etc of the USArmy. FRIDAY21JANUARYdarkday thawing warmer.Oh what a busy, busy day whichbegan before I had hardly finishedbreakfast and lasted until nearlysix when the last delegation of girlsleft. Mrs.McClain came in to borrow a dishlarge enough to cook lobsters in asSkeets returned from Boston with severalHad Kay McCangney in this A.M. Sheis not going to classes at all. Verystrange mental attitude. I gotnowhere with her. Verna is in Bostontoday for D.K.G. meeting. 
SUNDAY23JANUARYDid not get to sleep until after 2:00 A.M.because of pain in my foot, just enoughto wake me up and make me restless. Thetoe seems numb and the tendon is painfulalso the outside of the ankle hurts whenit bears any weight on top of it, even aslittle as the bed clothes,. Accomplisheda good but of work today.and rested myself with a fewgames of solitaire this evening

Mrs. Colburncame in to talk about HuddeeZwick and Frances Withamto talk about changing her courseto L.A. from Home Ec. I do notsee what is the reason for theintense dissatisfactions of theHome Ec. girls with that course.All the Sophomores seems to bediscontented and many of theolder girls too. Helen was overfinally and I have finishedall the work that she broughtfor me to do.
SUNDAY30JANUARYWas very weary this morning whenI got up so I decided not to getthe car out and go to church.Elspeth went with the Turnbulls'and Freda called to say shewould come for us and takeus to the community concertwhich pleased me. We did nothave dinner until after theconcert when she came backand was our guest for a verygood dinner. The concert, twoduo-pianists, were excellentand I enjoyed it, even withmy crutch. I have written someletters and read the Herald-Tribune and done some ofthe crossword puzzle.I should have done to the Pi Phi CoffeeHour but forgot that it was thisSunday until I happened to turnover the calendar and saw thedate - at bedtime.
TUESDAY1FEBRUARYBusy day and did not have timeto go downtown to get my heavierfur coat which would have beenvery nice today as it was cold.Got home from work barely in timeto change into my green crepe andgo down to the Cynic Banquetat the Hotel Vermont. Had avery nice time and an excellentdinner - roast turkey etc. JakeKatz was in charge and Mr. Millisspoke on Freedom of the Press - very well.Left there and took Mrs. Loudon homethen Mr. Briggs and I went overto the Museum to the Senate meetingwhich lasted until nearly eleveno clock. Then home and wewent down to the Parish supperwhich was very good. Stayed there tohear Dr. Ladd's report then to St. Paul'sto an organ recital which was good.Home to my bed and read a bitbut was very sleepy. Feel bettertoday and so thankful to be back atwork again.
THURSDAY3FEBRUARYmilder today.I had a good sleep last night andtoday attacked my work with thefirst real zest I've felt for a long time.Perhaps the [illegible] is beginning to takeeffect, also the news that the AAF isto leave in May. Anyway I did a dozenletters, went over for Miss Crabbe andwent with her to a conference with Mr.Millis about the Summer program fornurses. I took her home, had a lunch, wentdown town, got my fur coat and did severalerrands before 2:00 P.M. TUESDAY8FEBRUARYBusy day as usual withmany people in and plentyto do at the desk. Had ameeting of the UniversityCouncil at 10:00 whichlasted until nearly noon.Tonight I went over to theHillell [Hillel] House for a YWCAstudy meeting and discussionon the Wooster Conferencebook "To Glorify God." Severalboys of VCA and abouta dozen girls were there, alsoMr. Hall. Ruth Jordan led thediscussion which was veryinteresting. Tonight we had the LilacDay celebration. I had to crownthe Queen, who was Shirley Bucking-ham. She looked lovely and theLilac Day dance was quitein fact, very good, with a largeand enthusiastic audience.I came home weary to theinnermost bone and wentstraight to my bed.

FRIDAY5MAYVery hot89°Today was certainly like mid-summer and everyone felt theheat. By the time I got back to theoffice I was wet with perspirationand fairly panting. The heat is stillon in the W. Bldg. a quite unneccessarywaste a day like this, Id say.Busy all the early P.M. at 4:30went home and changed to go toMiss Safe's tea which she had a [at]Mrs. Myrick's house. It was nicebut hot. This evening I had togo to Nelle Adams house fora meeting of the Gary-Tupper ScholarshipCommittee which lasted fairly late.I drove Mrs Pilcher home andcame back to the office for a fewminutes then home to chat a fewminutes while Martha hemmedmy green dress which she hungthis morning.
SATURDAY6MAYFriends in Council.It is hot again today tho there is a bitof a breeze. I took Martha down to thedentists. yesterday and she had one toothout, also a permanent. This A.M. I had torush to get dressed and over to theMortar Board dinner at 6:30. It wasvery nice, the food excellent tho' the tablesdid not look as they used to when Helendid it. The candles were cerise. SUNDAY7MAYfaculty lounge and was it hot!! Ihad to stand for 30 min. in one spotand my feet ached so cruellythat I could have wept. Those few years before the depressionand the dark shadows for anxiety and fearspread over us were the best we had together.I miss her today and the beauty of springis shot thro' with a sad sense of loss butthere is much that is happy to remember. Thebeauty of the fields, the gorgeous blooms of thenew peony bed, the old fashioned roseswhich Mother loved, the blue of a blue bird'swing shining in the sun, the quiet oftwilight when the swallows darted back
MONDAY15MAYand forth above the garden. The palewhite of Mother's favorite narcissi inthe long bed, the smell of apple blossomson the air. Those were good years andI'm glad we had them.We went to church and then we tookCatherine to the train. It is gold andgreen today but too windy forreal comfort out of doors.Monday. Spent the whole morningin a Student aid meeting andhave been very busy all day.Went last night to the Hillel dinnerat the Hotel Vermont and wasmuch impressed by the fineappearance of the group of Jewishboys and girls. WEDNESDAY17MAYUsual busy day with afull schedule at the office.This evening Elspeth andI went over to the chapel towitness the graduation exercisesof the Mary Fletcher nurseswhich was very interesting.Mr. Millis gave the addressand was not as much atease as usual, due I thinkto the fact that the lecternhadn been moved back andhe had to speak from themiddle of the platform withnothing in front of him.We were caught in a showerand wind storm as we wentin which blew Elspeth's hat off.Too tired to go up to the hospitalfor the reception so camestraight home to my bedand right gladly fell intoit.
SATURDAY20MAYUp early this morning roused byElspeth to get my car away fromthe tree sprayers which I did inthe nick of time. A good breakfastfortified me against the longdrive to Chittenden. It was a lovelymorning, all green and gold. I tookSara & Bertha, also Louise Reynoldsand Catherine Nulty. We got therejust on time and explored the schoolbefore the others arrived. Noletter from John today andthat means three weeks sincehe wrote last.
TUESDAY23MAYNice day and warmer. Busyand had a set-to with Mr. Riggswho came in so angry he wasalmost in tears to report thathe had not been treated withrespect by the girls in our office.I had Miss Everett in andhe got it all off his chest finallyso the air cleared some what.Took Elspeth to see Dr. Levinsonand went down-town to get somepaper, ribbon etc for tying upmy glass magoricane [majorcan?] bowlwhich I am giving to Dot Collinsfor a wedding present whichis now all done ready for her.I had no money to spend on a gift justnow and decided that I could geton without the bowl which is verypretty. Aunt Mary gave it to me manyyears ago. I must find some thingto give to Jer Bea Small Smith whenher baby comes as I never didget her a present.
THURSDAY25MAYVery busy day ending up witha Senate meeting at 4:30 anda Phi Beta Kappa meeting after-ward to elect the new members.Was invited to go out to Mrs.Rutledge's camp for supperin honor of Mrs. Bosworth butcould not make it with somany meetings to go to andalso too tired. Company too,which I did not wish toneglect. Cora and I spent aquiet evening chattingover old times and aboutRuth.
FRIDAY26MAYCora and Ruth got off at noonand I drove them down tothe station then drove aroundwith Mr. Kidder to deliver thePhi Beta Kappa invitations tothe 17 who were elected last night.
SATURDAY27MAYLovely dayThis was a perfect day for the variousevents which began at 9:30 withthe Alumni Council meeting. ThenI presided at the Phi Beta Kappameeting at the Wilbur Library. Weinvited 18 students, a larger numberthan usual. I gave my key to PatriciaMcCormick [McCormack]. The Alumni Luncheon wasquite like old times and I enjoyed it.This P.M. we listened to the best classday exercises I've heard in yearsand at 6:00 P.M I went to the ThetaHouse for the meeting and afterwardthe June Spread which I had to leavebefore it was over in order to rushhome and get dressed for thePresident's reception which was heldin the south end of the cafeteriaand was quite pleasant tho' notwith the finish of the days whenHelen Nichols planned and served.Neither was the luncheon which was "just food" but I was hungry so Iate it with relish tho' no estheticsatisfaction. I worked at the officefor an hour, have written to Johnand to James and called Jeanby phone to ask her to get ErnestKeeler to turn on the water Wednesday.Elspeth went over to the campus tohear the alumni sing but I didnot feel like going out againtonight.
MONDAY29MAYCommencement DayThis was one of the most beautifuldays I ever saw and every thingwent very well. The exercises wereunusually good because Dr. Wreston [Wriston]the speaker gave such a splendidaddress. We had a specialPhi Beta Kappa initiation forBlodgett right afterward andthen I had to rush home andchange my dress for the President'sluncheon at 1:00. It was pleasantbut the food was no such asHelen used to give us: it was nothot, in the first place and therewas no finish to either the foodor the service. Several parents camein to see me this P.M. and I wasbusy until four o clock. No letterfrom John today. It is four weekssince he wrote last and I amdesperately worried about himfor such a long silence always meansthat some thing is wrong.
TUESDAY30MAYI got my desk pretty well clearedup this morning and was readyto leave before noon. Went to Mrs.Jacob's for luncheon which waspleasant as we had it out onthe porch. The food was very nicebut I had to eat and runbecause I was due at the Collinswedding at 3:00 P.M. I droveout to Colchester alone. A shortin my horn made it blow atembarrassing moments. The weddingwas very pretty and Dorothyreally looked lovely. I went overto the house for a while, butit was so hot and the misquitoeswere so thick that I was glad toget away early and come hometo my comfortable chair andmy book. Started packing up mythings, sprayed furs and woolensand cleaned the bureau drawers.No letter from John yet.
WEDNESDAY31MAYThe class of 1913 have given mea lovely old mahogany deskwhich is now in place. I mustget the old roll top cleaned outand disposed of but that canwait until I come back fromhome. I went to the officefor a couple of hours, then hadmy hair done, waved, only asI had washed it myself whenI came home to lunch. I have beentoo worried to eat today andI hate to think of going homeafter planning so long that Johnwould come to go with me. NowI don't even hear from him andI have not heard a word fromJames either for days.If I had money and courageenough I would go to New Yorkbut I have neither and probablyboth would be needed. I'm soafraid that John worked so hard onthe case in April that he got to thepoint where he gave in again.
THURSDAY1JUNEWarm day.Went to the office very early andgot a lot done before Helen came.Took the car down to get thehorn fixed and rode back on thebus. We had a Student Aidmeeting at which Mr. Millis satdown hard on poor Dean Swiftfor no reason at all. He was hurtand I did not wonder. Camehome hoping so much to find aletter from John but there was none.It is a month today since he wrotelast and I can have no peace untilI hear from him or Betty. Somethingis undoubtedly wrong or he wouldhave written long ago. I hate to gohome without word so decided towait until early tomorrow morning.Maybe he has sent a letter home butI doubt it. My driving license cameand I went down on the bus andgot the car. It is so warm that Ithink wise to wait until morningto start home. Elspeth is tired also.
FRIDAY2JUNEWe were up betimes but as I had togo down town to market and to theoffice we did not get off asearly as we planned

SATURDAY10JUNEThis morning I woke up to the soundof rain on the roof and it has pouredmost all day. This A.M. I cleaned therefrigerator and kitchen pantry anddid a thousand and one thingsaround the house. I went to Jean'sat 12:30 for lunch which was verygood indeed. Jean was late, as usualbut we finally got started for theCommon in the beach wagon to attendthe Trustee's meeting at 2:00. Mary Baileywent with us. It was a long meetingbut finally we got thro. After I gothome I changed into work clothes andmopped the kitchen in about fourwaters so I won't have that to do beforeI leave tomorrow. I was very tiredwhen I got thro', Mopping is, to mymind, the hardest of all housework.I went to the attic to get a line on themagazines for Jean but decidedfinally that it will have to waituntil I come back. There are so manythings to look over, move and tie up.Did not go to the Library tonight. Too weary
SUNDAY11JUNEThis morning it was hard work to getup for I was lame in every joint andtired to my innermost bone but I finallymade it, built the fire, brewed coffeeand had an egg with my toast. I wentto church. It was Children's Day andthere were many children there but theprogram was poorly planned and didnot go off very smoothly. However the littletads were cute. Foster and Gwen Slicerwere there with their four little boys. Theyare quite nice children. I came homeand at 1:30 went over to Jean's for dinnerwhich was not as good as usual due to the factthat the chicken was tough, but all the restwas excellent and I enjoyed it. This P.M. Ipacked up the contents of the refrigeratorand also my bags, called on Mary Bailey& Arthur and drove up to the cemtery totake some fresh flowers just before I left.It was lovely up there. I stopped at the Commonto see Elspeth & to call on Ellen. The driveback to Burlington was beautiful butI was dead tired before I got here and gotthe car unloaded and the stuff
MONDAY12JUNEput away. I found the apartmentclean and cool but the poor plantslooked somewhat sad due to toolittle air and water or too much.It seemed lonely here but I was soglad to get into a hot bath and thento bed that I did not mind.This morning I work up achingin every joint and had it notbeen the opening day I don't thinkI would have gotten out of my bedat all. However I made it aftera while and got to the office finally.Had a busy day ending witha talk to the new girls at 4:30 whichI forgot until Helen reminded me.I was so tired by that time thatI could not think or speak clearly.Came home and fixed myselfsome dinner and as soon asI could get ready I went tobed. I overdid at home thelast two days and I'm just allin but a few days will changethat.
FRIDAY16JUNEThis A.M. I was up at 6:30 andhad an early breakfast then wentwith Martha Buttrick and Mrs.Richmond to Woodstock for theYWCA Council meeting. We wentvia Middlebury where we pickedup Mrs. Upson. It was a very goodmeeting, Hazel Wills and HelenHarlow, Miss Fullington and Mrs.Brungardt came down from Montpelier.A nice luncheon but I have notfelt like food all week and was sotired before it was time to start home.I rode as far as Waterbury withMarjorie Luce, waited there an hourand took the 6:00 bus back so Ihad just time to get a little supperand go down to Elinor Nowlin'sfor a Fifth Year Award Committeemeeting. We gave the awards toa girl from Grand Forks, N.D. andto one from Allegheny College inOhio. Dead tired and hada restless night.
SUNDAY18JUNEVery tired this morning so I didnot hurry about getting up. ThenI got a simple breakfast, mendedmy hose, put the pads in my greydress, did my nails and thisafternoon I went to the office andcleared up a lot of correspondenceand cleaned the drawers of myold desk. I went to the ParkCafe and had a very good pieceof roast beef which was quitea treat. After dinner I wentback to the office and workeduntil 10:30 P.M.Wrote to James tonight and toElspeth.I hope that I can get things donethis week so that I can gohome again Saturday orSunday and stay untilafter the Fourth.Saw Mrs. Marjorie Clark this P.M.She has about decided that shedoes not want a job as HouseDirector next fall.
MONDAY19JUNEI completely forgot that Charlottewas coming today so I did notmarket and just by chancegot home a few minutes aftershe arrived. I made muffinsand a noble omelet for supperand with strawberries andsome of Dean Hills' angel cakewe had a very tasty supper.Charlotte looks very "snappy"in her neat grey nurse cadetuniform with red epauletsand silver buttons. We spent apleasant evening, she tellingme all about her experiencesas a cadet nurse at Yale.She is very enthusiastic abouther work and enjoys every bitof it apparently. I was so tiredthat I finally had to call a haltand go to bed. Charlotte hasinvited me to go to Oak Ledgetomorrow noon for luncheonwith her and her Yale roommatewho is staying out there.
TUESDAY20JUNEPoured rain this afternoon aftera very nice beginning of sun-shine and blue sky. I was goingto make my hot dish for the alumnaeclub picnic but discovered thatI had no macaroni so I hadto go to the office finish my workand go to market. Home to find I hadleft my key inside and couldnot get in so sat down to wait forCharlotte but fortunately Mrs. Stylescame about 10:00 and loaned me a key.C. did not come until 12:30.
WEDNESDAY21JUNEToday it has been rainy and cold.I woke up more tired than when I went tobed. Busy at the office with Freshmanconferences all morning. Charlotte hadlunch nearly ready when I got homeand after we had enjoyed the food Itook her to her train for So. Hero andreturned to the office where I wasbusy until 3:00 when I went downto have my hair washed and waved.Got a new umbrella cover, also a whitebelt for my grey dress. Not hungrytonight, too tired - so had toast andhot milk for supper and havebeen on the couch listening to theradio news. now going to bed withthe hot water bottle, altho I shouldwrite to Margaret Whiting, I cannotseem to get rested from that weekat home. I shall see the Dr. andget a "shot" of iron and liverbefore I go home again onSaturday.
THURSDAY22JUNEFridayBusy day, as usualHad dinner tonight atMiss Crabbe's with AnnaSmith and Miss Huntley [Huntly]and a friend of Miss Crabbe'sfrom Boston, Faye cooked adelicious dinner andwe enjoyed a nice visitafterward. I brot Annahome.Eleanor Bayley came in to seeme today and is interestedin coming to take Margaret'splace. She cannot give thequality of leadership for the girlsthat Margaret has given butshe will do some importantthings which M. cannot do.The Spars also visited methis afternoon, very nice girls.
SUNDAY25JUNEthis morning I planned to go tochurch but I woke up late andhad so much to do packingand getting ready to go homethat I did not go finally. I putthe apartment in order, cleanedthe refrigerator, collected laundryand laboriously packed andlugged the stuff down andstowed it in the car. I wascertainly tired when at lastI was ready to start but thedrive home was restful andvery beautiful tho' not veryclear. Got home about 6:30 P.M.The place looked like a jungle withhay on the lawns and weedsin the driveway. However thehouse was neat, cool andcomfortable with a little firein the kitchen stove to takethe chill off. Jean had flowerspeonis from my bed, in thehouse. I went to bed early.
MONDAY26JUNEI was up early this morning toget the magazines out of the atticand ready for the salvage truckwhich came at 1:30 and tookaway 1124 lbs. of magazinesalso several bundles of otherpaper. TUESDAY27JUNEToday I did a big washing,including the l.r. curtainswhich largely went to holes.It was a good drying day andthe fresh-smelling clothes lookedso white and clean when Ibrought them in. I love to washwhen there is plenty of hot waterand good sun to bleach theclothes and nobody to botherme. Went over to Jean's for supperlunchand Phoebe was there. She lookswell and seems to be in good spirits.This evening I went with Jeanto the church for a C.E. social.I was too weary to enjoy it butfinally worked up my spirits so asto beg some help at least. We soldrefreshments and I've never seenyoungsters consume so muchfood. Sally & Henry Clapp dropped inlate to get the children and Ihad a nice chat with them. Wecleaned up the church a bit andthen home to bed
THURSDAY29JUNEToday Lindol mowed the lawnswhile the machine and thewhole place looks less like awilderness, as soon as it is dryand he gathers it I shall rakeup the dead leaves and runthe lawn mower over it. Hadlunch with Jean today asusual with baked hamvery good indeed. Edgedpart of the drive tonight afterthe sun had set. Then wentwith Jean in the Ford to theCommon to hear the Trappefamily sing. It was a beautifulevening, the church was verywell filled and the music waslovely, also those who sangin their quaint Tyrol costumes.The Baroness made a very affectingspeech about freedom at theend. I saw Ella, Elspeth andGordon Rodger in his Navyblues. Myrtie went with usand enjoyed it, I think.
FRIDAY30JUNEThis morning I woke to the sound ofdripping water and discovered itleaking from the d.r. ceiling. I putpans to catch the drip and made asthorough an investigation as possiblebut could find no leak in the bath-room pipes so finally called Maynardwho stopped on his way home fromGreensboro. He thinks the old leadtrap under the floor has worn thro. Heput corn meal in it and the dripstopped for a while but began againtonight. The only remedy is to take up theflour or go up from the d.r. thro' the ceilingneither plan being feasible without thecarpenter which isn't to be had. I madecaramel bavarian cream moldedpudding for tomorrow's party thisA.M. and worked on the lawnand edged part of the drivewayI am tired tonight. Hadgood supper at Jean's withPhoebe
SATURDAY1JULYThis was a day. I got up at 6:30 toget the rolls started early, thenmade white cake, finishedthe dessert, and got the chickenpie ready to bake. Janet cameat ten o'clock and she tidiedup the rooms downstairs. Thewater continues to drip from thed.r. ceiling so I decided to have2 small tables instead of onelarge and serve buffet style.At 11:00 I did not see how I wasever going to get everything donebut with Janet's help I got thepie baked, the salad made, therolls rolled out & baked andthe tables set finally, alsohad to fix flowers for the table& rooms and at 1:15 when Mrs. T.& Mrs. R. came I had my apron stillon. Served luncheon a but latebut it was good. When Janet wasready to wash dishes - no water -the tank empty so she had to leave them.This eve went to Mrs. Rosse's for
SUNDAY2JULYA delicious dinner on the westporch. She is a rare and greatlady.I woke up very weary but got uppromptly remembering all thedishes left from yesterday. I heatedwater on the oil stove and got themwashed and put away just in timeto go to church. Very good sermon.I went to the Common to get Ellafor dinner at Jean's drivingthe black wagon. We had a nicedinner and I took her andMrs. Peterson back to the Commonstopping to leave Mary Dutton sometin boxes I had found which shewill decorate. Jean went to theC.E. & band concert in the eveningbut as neither Phoebe or Bun wantedto go I did not have to drive my carfor which I was thankful. I cleanedout the bureau & chest in the trunkroom this P.M. and collected somecostumes for the United Nationsaffair on July 14. Had a latesupper with Phoebe, Jean & Bunneeafter Jean got home. Feel lesstired tonight.
MONDAY3JULYThis morning the dwo Dunbarboys came for 3 hrs. and Mrs.Rutledge also came for 2 hrs.to work on the lawns. We finishedraking up both front and sidelawns, cleaned the leaves andweeds out of the long bed andfinished raking the drive bynoon but it was hot work.I had to call Maynard to comeup and fix the water as nonewould run due to air in the pipes.He also painted the inside of thetrap in the back room and it hasnot leaked today. I paid him $2.50gladly for today and Friday'swork. I could not wash todaybecause of no hot water butworked outdoors and in the atticwhere I collected 2 bags of goodsalvage rags. Went to Jean's fordinner. Mrs. Adam Ross, Mrs.Covington, & her son and Mr. & Mrs.Edward Ross were there. Very nicetime and wonderful dinner.
TUESDAY4JULYToday was a lovely Fourth. I washedand got the clothes out in the sunearly. I also made more strawberrypreserves and then joined JeanPhoebe and Bunnee in the blackwagon and we went up to Patmosfor a picnic lunch. Vera also wentIt was lovely there and we enjoyedit. I had found an old compositionof mine in the attic which was allabout Jean as a child. This Phoeberead aloud, much to our amusementCame back, got in the clothes, sprinkledand folded them and drove downto Mr. Tenney's for tea at 5:00 P.M.Spent a pleasant half hour thereand got quite a bit more workdone on the lawns before it wastime to go over to Jean's for supper.which we had in the kitchen andwashed up afterwards as the twomaids were off for the day. Phoebeplayed the piano for a while & wesang hymns. At 9:00 I went homeand did all the ironing before
WEDNESDAY5JULYI went to bed.Had a nice letter from John today.Today was almost my finish. I was upat 6:30 and from then until Phoebeand I left at 5:45 P.M. I was rightout straight. I swept the attic, alsomy room, b.r. hall and stairs,mopped the kitchen, finished thepreserves, washed the car andfinished raking up the hay onthe lawn and carted it awayin the push cart, swept the laundrygarage and porches, cleaned therefrigerator, drove to the Commonto get mouse seed, pay Mary Duttonfor apron and take cleaning clothsto Mrs. Ross; got gas, paid Neil,and packed the stuff into the car.We left just before 6:00 and justbeyond Johnson ran into one of theworst storms I have ever been outin. Thunder, lightning and wind ofcyclone velocity so that huge treeswere down beyond Cambridgeand in Jericho. At last we got herebut Phoebe found her reservation waswrong so had to wait for 11:59 train.
THURSDAY6JULYRan into Dorothy & George Armstrong atstation. Finally crawled into a bathand to my bed, almost dead.Today was a nightmare because Iwas so exhausted and so lamealso my feet were swollen andhurt frightfully in spite of Epsomsalts last night and a massagethis morning. I could with greatdifficulty get my self up anddid not arrive at the office untilnearly 9:00 A.M. nor was I muchgood once I got there. I am wearyto my inner most bone from thebig day Thursday and the strainof driving thro' the storm. I managedto get a few letters written andtook the box of costumes over to theThrift Shop but I have no ideahow many we shall be short. I camehome as soon as the clock struck 4:00and had a very simple supperand was in my bed room after8:00 too weary even to read thepaper or listen to the news. CalledJean to ask her to get my curlingiron out and send it. Ruth Osbornewas there having supper.
FRIDAY7JULYVery warm.I woke up after eight hours of goodsleep feeling more like myself andhave been able to do my work todaywithout feeling as if I were in aslow motion picture. It has been avery warm day and tonight themercury is 86° on the desk but withthe fan going I shall be comfortable.I accomplished a good bit todayat my desk and also went downto Sanders and Sigma Phi to countbeds and see how many socialworkers and nurses I couldput away there. Gabrielle Cotnoircalled me up yesterday andNina called today. I shall seethem both over the week-endand I have also invited Helen &Margaret to supper tomorrownight. I wrote to John this noon andhad a grateful letter from Phoebethis afternoon. She finally got alower berth on the second sectionof the N.Y. train
SATURDAY8JULYVery hot day, humid andsticky. Busy morning at theoffice and a busier after-noon getting the place tidyand preparing the food forsupper. We had melon first,then chicken pie, mixed salad,rolls, jelley and olives, alsocarrots. For desert we hadcaramel mousse and peacheswith ice box cookies and coffeein the l.r. afterwards. Helen'ssister came to drive her backto Montpelier but before they leftHelen delivered lists to the houses,blotters etc. so I won't have todo that tomorrow. Margaretstayed and we chatted untilafter eleven. Then she left andI washed up the dishes andfell into my bed. The girlsseemed to enjoy it and Icertainly did. Finn's chickenwas very good indeed.
SUNDAY9JULYVery hot today and I have beencompletely wilted and weary.Did not go to church, got a verysimple dinner and thisP.M. went down to Nina's for acouple of hours chat withher and Mr & Mrs. S. Had icedtea which revived me. Had tocome home at 5:00 as I hadinvited Gabrielle to come andhave supper with me andneeds must prepare the viandsI drove down to get her at grantstreet. We had a very pleasantvisit and supper, altho' simplewas good. We had chicken saladtoasted rolls, iced coffee andthe rest of the caramel mousse.Gabrielle is as pretty as ever andslim and young looking. I alwaysenjoy having a visit with her.I drove her back to her friend'sjust as it began to thunder. Itrained a bit but not much.
MONDAY10JULYWednesday 12I was tired when it was timeto get up but after I had mycoffee I came to and haveput in a busy day withconferences, letters and muchplanning as to costumesfor the United Nations affairon Friday. Margaret has takenmost of the responsibility off myhands for getting the girls linedup and has called a massmeeting for tomorrow to makefinal plans. We had the firstConvocation this morning andPresident Millis spoke, very welltoo, I thought. This P.M. The NursingBoard met to make finalplans for bringing the pre-clinicalnurses from Barre & Montpelierhere on August first. The firstof the local workers largelyChildren's Aid workers arrivedtoday and are settled at theSigma Phi House.
TUESDAY11JULYMore registration today butHelen arranged most of it.It has been very warm allweek and I had my hairwaved this P.M. only to havethe wave all come outfrom the heat.Am hunting for HouseDirectors and have planspretty well laid for nextyear's houses if we do nothave more than 600 women.If we do SKE. can beused I expect.
WEDNESDAY12JULYMonday 10th.S.S.classesopened today so I spent themorning down at the RegistrationDesk helping Miss Everett andMrs. Towne with room assignmentsThere is a small enrollmentcompared with pre-war yearsbut good for these times, about300 so far today. Mrs. Townekept her head better thanlast year and every thingseemed to go along well.We stayed late becausethe cash and recepits didnot balance but finally wefound the error and at 7:00came home.
THURSDAY13JULYNot so hot today and the S.S.crowd was less. Helen got everyoneinto rooms and our cashbalanced so we felt quitepleased with ourselves. I stillfeel tired and should get downto the Dr's for a "shot" of ironbut won't have time this week.My feet have hurt terriblytoday and I could hardlybear the tho't of high-heeledslippers and standing in linefor the reception tonight but abath and massage helped the feetand the reception and concertwent off very well so I managedto get thro' it all right. Mrs. Douglassdid the flowers and Marjorie madeexcellent punch so it was allvery pleasant. Dr. Stoehr and his triowere delightful. I came home at 11:00soaked my feet and re-readmy letter from John which camethis P.M. Then to my bed.
FRIDAY14JULYBastille Day & United NationsThis has been a strenuous day whatwith getting the costumes finished for theUnited Nations parade, going down at6:30 to take Margaret & the girls andgetting Bunnee from the bus at 8:00going to the United Nations affairwith her, then home to get a late supperas she had not eaten since noon.The girls looked lovely and did theirpart beautifully. Mrs. Fisher presidedand she too looked lovely and spokewell. The Mayor "welcomed" and asusual, murdered the King's English.Senator Barton was not up to theadvance notices to my minid [mind] andwas too long. There was a hugecrowd out to hear him. I madepotato salad and toast & coffee forour supper and it tasted good. Islept on the d.r. couch so Bunneecould have the bedroom to herself.She is good company and I enjoyedher visit very much indeed.Very weary before I got to my bed.
SATURDAY15JULYThis A.M. I got up from my narrowcouch before 7:00 so as to takeOuida's coffee in before she woke.She had that and later atetoast and more coffee with me.Then she helped with the dishesand I went to the office and shewent downtown to shop. She cameup at 12:30 and we had lunchat the Waterman Bldg. then camehome for a cigarette, after whichI took her down to Church Streetagain. I tidied up the place anddefrosted the refrigerator, thenwas overcome with langourso laid down and had a nap. Shecame back about 4:45 and wehad ginger ales & a smoke before Itook her down again to get the busat 6:00. I had a cold salad leftover from last night and whenI had the dishes washed I wasso tired that I went to bedearly, not going to the dance.
SUNDAY16JULYToday has been beautiful, not hot andwith a breeze off the Lake. I got up early forme of a Sunday, had breakfast andwashed my clothes before time forchurch to which I went. Fine sermonbut dear Dr Ladd looked old andworn. Mrs. L. did not come, my heartaches for them. I came home andgot myself some cold lunch and satdown to my desk, I wrote to James, John,Agnes West, Catherine Wilcox and toJean. I also mended two night gownsand did some ironing this evening.This is the first day I have had aquiet, peaceful time to myself for weeksit seems to me, and I have thoroughlyenjoyed it. This afternoon I read theSunday paper leisurely, did part ofthe cross word puzzle and some ofmy accounts but did not feeldriven by anything special.
MONDAY17JULYBusy day at the office, collectingthe rest of the U. Nations costumesworking on Student Aid blanksand the usual routine on thedesk. Had lunch downstairswith Edith B. & Prof. Evans. It tastedgood and I was hungry. I workedlate, until after 6:00 trying toget some D K G things out of theway and came home to havechicken soup and toast for mysupper. Mended another night-gown which took most of theevening as it was full of holes.Did not have the car out today.Stopped on my way home to chatthro the window with Mr. Tullywho is in the hospital. Miss Melbyfrom the Yale School of Nursingcame today and began herweeks work with the graduatenurses. She is staying with MissCrabbe. To my bed, after readingsome poetry.
TUESDAY18JULYThis has been a lovely day. I woke up earlybut went back to sleep by mistake so Ireally came to at 8:05 so went over to theoffice without stopping to fix breakfastand met Mr. Kehoe who took me downto ATO house & Owls. I found two boxes onmy desk from the H.D's - 2 blue potteryindividual casseroles and 4 blue plates,also a lunch cloth & napkins and a nice card.Had a gift of a jug from Helen Nichols andcigs from Bunnie. I opened Jean's gift which isone of Mary Dutton's lovely painted trays. Shealso sent a bottle of fine old Port. Luella sent mea blue purse, much appreciated. This P.M. the girlssurprised me by a birthday cake, candles &all, ice cream and all the H.D's except Mrs.Johnson who is away. Tonight I found cardsfrom Betty, Ella, Charlotte and a letter fromJames so I have been well remembered.I had nothing in the house to fix for dinnerthat I felt hungry for so I went downtownto Hotel V.T. for dinner and had verygood roast beef which revived me noend. Now letters, accounts and tomy bed.
WEDNESDAY19JULYHad a long Student Aidmeeting this A.M. which tookpractically the whole forenoon.Margaret passed her physicalfor the WAVES so she is veryhappy indeed. I am glad forher tho' very sorry to lose her.Eleanor will come Septemberfirst. The P T A's arrivedthis afternoon and are allsettled at Phi Sigma DeltaThe second lot of SocialWorkers are also here nowat Sigma Phi. Mrs. Loudonand Mrs. Johnson havereturned from their visitto Mrs. Bosworth at Bristol.Nina called and invitedme to dinner tomorrownight but I have to lookafter the P.TA. so she suggestedFriday night. Jean & Bunneecame today to meet Dorothy Stewrd [Stewart]and Mary Louise at the train. Theyhad lunch with me at the cafeteria
THURSDAY20JULYPTA. today.Had a busy day beginning witha conference with Miss Underwoodat 9:30. Mrs. Weld came this P.Mfor a talk about Mary Frances Pagewho is a problem as a Counselor.The Ladies of the Faculty Board methere at 2:30 for an hour andMr. Abbott called for help withthe House Director's salary budgetI took Mrs. Loudon over to Sladeand we decided that the brightpaint had faded a bit andonly two or three rooms wereimpossible. This evening I wastired but I got dressed andcame over to the PTA meetingwhich was followed by areception in the Faculty LoungeMarjorie Swift served punch & cookiesand they drank gallons but sinceonly half as many came as theyexpected there was a lot left.Home to my bed, very wearyas to feet.
FRIDAY21JULYBeautiful day and I havebeen busy. Have been planningout the re-distribution of theSouthwick furnishings for thedormitories for next year. Wentover to Redstone with Mrs. Pilcherthis P.M. The new wall paper looksvery well and the floors also. Shallget some things for ΑΤΘ fromwhat is not fit to use there. Camehome, had simple supper andthen at 7:30 went to the SocialWorkers conference which wasaddressed by Pres. Millis whospoke very well. They all feel thatthe Institute has been a success.After the meeting I invited themto come upstairs and havepunch & cookies which theyappeared to enjoy very much.Mr. Millis also stayed. I am gladI thought of that way to useup the punch leftover fromthe PTA.
SATURDAY22JULYThis was a perfectly lovely day, aperfect sample of Vermont's best.A busy morning at the officeand Helen left at 12:00 for hervacation. She could not speak outloud today. This P.M. I cleanedthe apartment thoroughly and didthe marketing. Florence Favreaucame in to see me and hadarrived while I was at market.I made stuffed eggs, salad andiced coffee which with ryebread and raspberries made avery good supper. Nina washed thedishes and we sat and chatteduntil 9:00 when we went over tothe Waterman to look in on thedance for an hour. Then Nina &Mary Pease came back here withme for a cold drink and a chat.I was not sleepy so read until1:00 but still not sleepy. Noletter from John this week.
SUNDAY23JULYSlept badly the first part of the nightso did not wake up until after9:30, but I got to church and wasglad I went. Mr. Ladd will beaway for August so I will tryout the other churches. Came homebringing the Turnbull's and Mrs. Westonand have tidied up, done thelaundry and read the paperand paid my bills. It is muchwarmer in the house today and Ihave been sleepy all day. Had acold luncheon of leftovers fromlast night plus raspberries andiced coffee. Have listened to theNBC Symphony playing Gershwin's"Porgy & Bess" and the news.
THURSDAY27JULYRained hard this morning.I have been working on the taskof clearing out my desk andgetting ready for removing itand using my new one butwhere I shall put everythingis a puzzle. Bunnee and Mrs.Lytte, also John Ra arrivedat noon and I took them tolunch at the cafeteria whereJohn excited great admiration.Tonight we had a snappingthunder storm just at 6:30 whenMargaret Jones & Edith Coulmanwere to come to take me out to eat.They finally came when the rainstopped and we went to OakLedge and had a very nicemeal. Afterwards they cameback here for a chat. Edith hasnot changed much in thirtyyears. She is a librarianin Quincy, Mass. It was niceto see her again.
FRIDAY28JULYThis has been a hot, humid dayand it was impossible to workwith any zest. I have plannedall month to be at home forMother's birthday so after workI came back to the house, tidiedup the place, packed my bagand left about 7:00 takingJanet and Eileen Ryan along.We went via Waterbury so thatI could stop at the air port andhave a deposition made outby the Immigration official forCharlotte Robinson. It rained earlierand cleared off with a lovely sun-set and a moon so the ride wasvery pleasant and we got homeabout 9:00 to find Jean & Ouidaaway so I got the key and wentin. They came soon and invited meover to the house for some lunchafter which I went home and un-packed. No water but I turned onmore force in the cellar and by the
SATURDAY29JULYmorning it was running. I could notget to sleep so hunted up some ofFather's things - his pocket book, &cigar case to send to John for hisbirthday and found some oldletters written by John & me the lastyear we were in college, thirty yearsago. It made me sad and I hada very lonely feeling. Simpson, Dean ofWomen at the University of Ver-mont presented a report, which shesaid is not full of statistics and sur-vey facts, but her personal observa-tions during her association withthe students at UVM in this mod-ern day, are what she goes on.Youngsters between the ages of16 and 20 are the persons involvedin the major portion of juveniledelinquency in this state she said,and because the social change inthe 20th Century and the droppingof social safeguards the rate ofjuvenile delinquency has risensharply throughout the country,(Continued on Page A-3)even if it has been kept at a mini-mum in Vermont.Ethical standards have beenbroken down, freedome of movementlifted and good judgement and will-power has been lost, stated MissSimpson. Children are missing theproper moral training in the homeand too many families are falteringin their parental care of theiryoungsters.Miss Simpson went on to saythat the term juvenile delinquencyis used too loosly. Only if behaviorhas brought the individual in con-tact with the law, is the offenderconsidered a delinquent.Social drinking amongst thestudents in college is becoming aheadache, stated Miss Simpson,who pointed out that in some statesit may be legal, but not in Vermont.Young folks under twenty-one inthis state are not supposed to beserved, but she added, in manycases they are served regardless oflaw.Environment and surroundingsat home and the association of thechildren are to blame for theyoungsters getting off on thewrong foot, and insecurity, person-al and economic factors contributeto the delinquency of the child to-day.Some of the basic causes of delin-quency mentioned was not beingable to adapt to society, with astrong tendency toward irrational-ism, together with being afraid ofnot being accepted.A distrust toward others, wouldbring about a "I don't care" atti-tude in the youths, and that, to-gether with boredom are two caus-es of juvenile delinquency here, andthroughout the U.S.WHOLESOME ACTIVITYMiss Simpson said that it's nec-essary to have the children indulgein wholesome recreational sportsand activities, for the young peoplewho keep busy in constructive,worthwhile endeavors seldom getinto trouble. Parents are to blamefor the children getting a wrongfoot-hold, for a great many parentsmerely want to get the "kids" outof the house, caring little what theymay do to amuse themselves, andknowing nothing of the activiteson the outside. A plain lack ofunderstanding and an outward laxi-ty on the part of the adult parentscause most of the extenside juve-nile delinquency crimes the coun-try over.Youngsters don't have choresanymore, and no responsibility,with much too much liberty andfree-time on their hands, creatinga problem which must be facedsquarely by all parents. MissSimpson said, "The boys and girlstoday are allowed to go to ques-tionable places, and stay out toolate and are always having theirown way about everything." Thisis very bad, said Miss Simpson,who condemned parents who let the"kids" run the household.There are slum areas in Vermont,and especially in the northern sec-tions, where there is a great deal ofcrime caused by neglectful par-ents. There is a need for more ex-tensive counselling in marriageproblems and guidance in suchmatters.

Edith is on atemperamental spree andhas slammed the doors andmade herself generally disagree-able. Kate left thisnoon to go back, leaving behindher a present of godey dishes.I worked all day at the officeand marketed this noonHave written several Christmasnotes and paid a couple of bills and shall go to bedwith one of my new books.Jean gave me "The Razor's Edge"and Mary Ellen Chase's bookon The Bible. Cora sent meone on Florida so I am wellsupplied for a while. Elspethdoes not feel well either andthe atmosphere here is nothingshort of depressed. I think of Johnand Betty constantly andworry about what is happeningto them.
SATURDAY30DECEMBERNice winter day but slippery.I took the car down after I hadseen to the mail at the officeand left it to have the glassreplaced and battery changedI did some errands down townand came home on the busfor lunch. This afternoon andmost of the evening I havebeen shortening slips andmending. Wrote to Ouidaand to Betty. Feel a bitbetter than yesterday but notas I should with a longthree months of hard workahead of me. This has beena trying year. Everyone is wearyin mind, body and spiritand there is not much aheadto encourage one. I do not faceproblems and worries with thecourage I once had. Read mynew book by Mary Ellen Chaseon the Bible. Very interesting
SUNDAY31DECEMBERSlept better last night and alsolate this A.M. but we got thro'breakfast in time to get tochurch. A fairly good congregationwere present. Dr. Ladd preachedon the value of a minute, howmuch can happen in thatlength of time, how fraught withdestiny for good or ill, a singlemoment can become. Annaand Win Boardman were inchurch. He looks ill and old. Heinquired for John. How I wishI had news of him to give hisfriends but not so much as aline came at Christmas andaltho' Betty sent some lovely giftsthere was not even a tag or acard with them. Gifts meannothing when there is no personalword nor any evidence of feelingone way or the other. There is some deeppsychological cause for John's strangedeparture from all that he was
MEMORANDA1945February 20, P.M. Speak toWomen's Club - Barre.brought up to believe in and fromthe things and people whomI know he once loved dearly.I do not even know if he andBetty are together now.
