JANUARY12SATURDAYSUNDAY 13 JANUARYJohn cane [came] up from the hotel for breakfastand we had a cosey timeover our coffee and popovers. He walkeddowntown about noon to get the papers andfound it very cold. We had a good dinnerof beefsteak & mince pie and havehad several callers since. Dean Swift,Muriel Hughes, Diana Charles, WendellEarle & Fran came here by mistake for theMortar Board meeting. John left on the9:50 plane and I went straight to bed.
JANUARY14MONDAYMuch colder today and altho'the sun shone early in the dayit disappeared before noon andit is now snowing. It wasdown below zero this A.M.Elspeth cleaned up the house thismorning but her head cold is nobetter so this P.M. I have sent herto bed with the heating pad. I gotquite a lot done this forenoonin spite of several interruptionsbut this P.M. I have done puzzlesand a letter to James which isall I feel like doing. John's visitwas such a joy that my spiritshave been lifted all day andI feel better than at any timesince Dec. 26.
FEBRUARY2SATURDAYSUNDAY3FEBRUARYJames called at 9:30 P.M. He was to leaveLa Guardia Field at 12M. via Goose BayIceland, Scotland, England toParis and from thence to Berlin.I feel very much alone with himso far away. Elspeth went tochurch. Nina spent three hours withme this P.M.

Ifinished the UCCW reportand caught up on the mailand wrote for a hotel reservationat Philadelphia for next Sundayand Monday.Worked until 4:15 P.M. at office andchaperoned the Razz Dazz this evening.SUNDAY31MARCHBeautiful day.but coldFully intended to go to church but sleptuntil nearly 10:30 and Elspeth wasall in with a bad cold so wedid not go and I feel that theday is wrong. Wrote to James andto several other people.
APRIL4THURSDAYUp early this A.M. in order toget off for the airport at 8:30Mr. Turnbull drove us overand we were early so we
APRIL6SATURDAYThis A.M. we met at theSchool of Needle Trades downon West 24th St. Very interestingpanel. Sara Blanding was thereand I had a nice chat withher. Back to the luncheonmeeting which was addressedby Dr. Gideonse of Brooklyn College.who was good. The meal waspoor - not worth $3.00. Out at 3:00and had to rest: cold very un-comfortable. Eleanor & Nelle wentup Broadway and found threesingle seats for "The Red Mill" whichwe went to this evening. Nice.SUNDAY7APRILNew YorkUp fairly early, had a doughnutand coffee then Miss J. & I wentup to Riverside Church for the 11:00service. Packed and checked outof the hotel, a long process, andthen went down to John's. They tookme to dinner and saw usoff on the 8:45. Had a roomette
APRIL8MONDAYWoke up before the porter calledand we were dressed andready to get off long beforewe reached Essex Jct. Mycold is no worse and aftera bath, breakfast and afew doses I was fit to go towork tho' my foot is verystiff today.
APRIL12FRIDAYVery busy day at theoffice, hectic in factending with a longmeeting of the ExecutiveBoard of the Ladies of theFaculty. When that wasover I went home andwent to my bed whereI had a good nap. JULY20SATURDAYDKGWoke up very weary - went to officefor an hour; then out toSouthwick for DKG meetingand to Allenwood Inn for lunchand P.M. meeting. Have feltheavy and tried all day. Throatvery sore; think I am gettinginfection & poison from somesource. Need a thorough check-up. May go to Leahy Clinic toreally find out what is wrong.Feel too sleepy, legthargic to benormal; it is most unpleasant.SUNDAY21JULY
AUGUST28WEDNESDAYToday was a busy one atthe office with a candidate forthe Directorship of the library comingin, several new students andMr. Kroepsch to verify theFreshman Orientation program.Mrs. Weitzel took the Handbookcopy down and [w]ill havethe Freshman Camp copy ready.This evening Mollie Sullivanand Anna Smith came overfor supper. We had beefsteakmashed potato, Zuchini [zucchini] squasha tossed salad and appledumpling for dessert. Weplayed anagrams afterwarduntil 10:00 and then Idid the dishes and wasall too ready to tumbleinto my bed.
AUGUST29THURSDAYThis is a drear, chilly,dark day a bit colderthan yesterday. I was at theoffice for an hour and ahalf and then picked upCleo Duncan and Mrs.Perry to drive to Montpelierfor the Executive Committeeof the UCCW. at Mrs. Gridley'shouse. Everyone was thereexcept Mrs. Peterson who isnot yet a member of the Boardbut is to be considered forthe vacancy of First Vice-Presidency left by Mrs. Spoerl's resig-nation. Miss Gridley gave us anice luncheon and weworked hard until four P.M.Mrs. Perry came back with meand after I had warmedup the steak I had a satisfyingsupper and have done a lotof things this eve - wrote to PatriciaWright, have done up three weddingpresents and cleared my desk,
SEPTEMBER14SATURDAYUp early this moring and leftfor home at 8:45 A.M. taking SadieTobin with me. A lovely day withmaples beginning to turn. Arrivedabout 10:15 and built fires, putwashing to soak and got lunch.This P.M. washed, gathered applescalled on Myrtie; dinner atEleanor's with Jean BunneeMary Louise and her motherand Eleanor's guests. Mr. Albeecame today to put furnacepipes together so tonight wehad a fire, very comforting.SUNDAY15SEPTEMBERBeautiful day. Sadie went to earlymass and I mopped kitchen andwashed before church. Buffet atJean's 1:30. Called on Elspeth this P.Mand ironed my clothes, went tocemetery at sunset.
OCTOBER25FRIDAYWarm and sunny today but ahigh wind blew all day andwhen I drove down to the garagea big elm was down on Pearl St.Hoped to get away for Craftsburybefore noon but had too manypeople coming in and also MissCrabbe is quite ill today so Ihad errands to do for her. Finallygot home about 1:30, had lunchpacked bag and made ready.Went downtown to get the grey carwhich Beebee says he has beendriving but I drove it only as faras the house and it made somuch noise and acted so veryornery that I put it in the garageand took J.M.A's car to drive MissCrabbe to the hospital. She has had aterrible migraine for 36 hrs. I left her thereto rest over the week-end, came backand loaded up to drive home.I doubt if I can ever use the caragain with any pleasure.

TheChapman & Harwood childrenwere baptized. Since then I havedone accounts, wrapped afew packages, written someletters, read the paper anda little in a new book. Openedthe package from G. Kelso whichhas mystified us so muchand found a fine wool shawlfrom James which he bought inOrsk, and entrusted to Mr.Kelso to bring home for myChristmas. It is very soft andwarm.
DECEMBER25WEDNESDAYI woke up to the rattle of thestove lids down below and lookedout on a dazzling snowy world.We had over breakfast in Bunneesroom after which I got dressed andundertook the tasks of getting orderin the living room, setting the tableand making mother's foamy puddingsauce for the plum pudding whichPauline Saunders sent from Vancouver.We opened our gifts, or at least I did allof mine and Jean and Bun made agood beginning. Clarkes Bailey camein and I gave him his Xmas book.Helen, Will, Harriet Jean & Janet camefor dinner and we had a verydelicious one with good cheer andrelief that James will be home soon.They stayed to watch Jean & Bun open thebalance of their many gifts, then left towelcome Stuart and Lucie who weredriving out from Irasburg forsupper.
