Therefore on a separate sheet enclosed you will findthe points which I trust may be conveyed in some way tohis attention. With the American Legion affair togetherwith the trial set for this week, one might think thathe would like to take advantage of any fair opportunity toset himself right with the people of the State. Pleaselet me know the outcome of your interview, and if you desireit will be considered confidential---at any rate, until yougive me permission otherwise. I wrote Mr. Spargo as Isaid I would do, and you will probably hear from him.
