It has been rainy today andI have been to the Capitol to hear avery good sermon to a very thincongregation.
Up here on Capitol Hill I knowvery little of what is going on at the westend. I think the company of ladies atWillards is pretty much gone & all seemsvery still in the city. Music in theCapitol grounds was to begin yesterdayafternoon, but the rain defeated it.Now it is to commence in Presidents groundstuesday evening.There begins to be serious talk, and noticewas given in the House on Friday, thata resolution would be presented torescind the resolution for adjournmentto adjournonJune 7th & to extend the session.You know it requires the assent of bothhouses which it will be far from easy toobtain, but it may possibly prevail. Ihope not.The affair as to Mr. Cochran &his daughter, continues to occasion
considerable gossip & remark.There are now several Vermontersin the city on business who have calledon me & whom I must introduce tothe Secretaries &c. Burrows ofWindham Co. who is attended byMr Kellogg of Brattleboro, son of JudgeKellogg, Gov. Robinson of Bennington& Mr Stark.No news to write. My healthis much as usual. I have somepoor days & then feel depressed andunhappy but most of the time Iam able to attend to my duties witha good degree of health & resolution.I have franked off a thousandspeeches & documents but have manyon hand.
