On my arrival there I foundJ. M. Clayton of Delaware, Sec. of State, Mr. meredith ofPenn, Sec. of the Treasury, Mr Ewing of Ohio Secretary of the Interior, Mr. Preston of VirginiaSec. of Navy & Mr. Johnson of Maryland Atty. General, that is, those gentlemen hadbeen selected by Gen. Taylor for those places
in his cabinet.Mr. Clayton, the Secretary of Stateelect then informed me that Gen. Taylorhad selected me for a place in the cabinet with the Office of Post Master General.These appointments will be presented for con-firmation to the Senate tomorrow and weshall immediately enter our duties. So yousee I cannot return to you immediately.I was some time in consultation with thosegentlemen before returning to my quarters and it is now late in the evening and I can sayno more.
