There is no certaintyabout the time when theSenate will adjournor when it will resumein special session.  Thelatest information is,that the special sessionwill be called for March 13.  If it should be,there is little hope ofour getting leave now.However, I believe thatwe will finally adjournearlier in the Summer ifwe continue right throughinto the special session.
