Sorry! They beat us by 2 votes.Ayes 46 Nays 44.Cleavey of New Mexico changed his voteand Miller of Miss. was absent-Now we vote again on theWheeler amendment:Ayes 44 Nays 46-Now a motion to reconsideris made by Sen. Byrnes & amotion then follows to lay that
motion on the table (by Sen. Barley).We are being polled now,Ayes 46 Nays 41.And so the Senates votes awayits power and responsibilityover legislation definingfunctions and setting upagencies to perform them-Best love,Warren
