The violence of criticism of it, as well asthe extremes of praise, indicate there must be somethingin it worth while.If you care to, you can follow the Record for the nextday and you will see that on the Floor of the Senate itwas referred to by Senator Reed favorably, and bySenator Robinson of Arkansas unfavorably.A telegram from Selden Watson criticizes it severely andsuggests that I "get in line and be more representativeof constituents".On the other hand, a letter received this morning froma former Member of Congress and a lawyer of importancestarts off "I regard your speech of yesterday, which I havehad the pleasure of reading, as one of the ablest and mostconvincing addresses ever made in the Senate of the UnitedStates. For logical reasoning and clarity of expression ithas never been surpassed.
